Students are welcome to seek support for items not listed above; a description of and rationale for the type of support requested must be included in the applicant’s letter of interest.

To qualify for this fellowship, you must be a US citizen, a degree-seeking student admitted to The University of Tulsa Graduate School, in good academic standing, and qualify for and be registered to receive services provided by Student Access. Receipt of the award is contingent upon full-time enrollment in a graduate program at The University of Tulsa. Renewal is not guaranteed and is subject to availability of funds. It is also contingent upon the Fellow remaining in good academic standing.

Applications will be evaluated by the Dean of the Graduate School and the Director of Student Access.
